The Empire Mine Park association invites you to attend the 115" Annual Miners’ Picnic
on Saturday, August 28" from 11:00 am to 4:00 pm at the Empire Mine State Historic
Park. The Miners’ Picnic was once a fund-raiser for miners injured or killed in the gold
mines.
